
It took two years, three public meetings and studies of more than 400 miles of waterways,

but the modernization of flood insurance rate maps for all of Jefferson County is nearly completed.

The new maps are in digital format and replace 10-year-old paper maps, according to

MSD's Development Team Leader Randy Stambaugh. Not only do the new maps include new

development and flood-protection facilities, the digital format means keeping the maps current

will be more timely.

“Impacts on floodplain delineations, 

as development occurs and as new stormwater

management facilities are completed, can be

made almost as soon as they happen on digital

maps,” Stambaugh said.

The map modernization, funded in part by

a grant from the Federal Emergency Management

Agency (FEMA), also modified floodplain

boundaries and base flood elevations. Stambaugh

said the project also helped MSD gauge the impact

of new flood-reduction facilities while seeing where

else similar facilities could reduce flooding.

Updated floodplain maps near completion

When Renee' Speight was discharged from the U.S. Army in 1987, she landed in Louisville

near Ft. Knox where she had enlisted. By 1989, the North Carolina native was working for MSD,

doing the same job she had performed in the military: driving a truck.

Joining the U.S. Army just two years out of high school, Speight wanted to travel and

learn new skills. While her abilities to drive large vehicles – something she initially learned

while driving tractors on her family farm – helped her find

a career at MSD, Speight believes learning to work on a

team was the Army's most valuable lesson.

“The military puts you in situations where you are

part of a diverse group charged with completing specific

tasks,” Speight said. “That experience really prepared me

to work at MSD.”

Speight is among about 70 MSD workers who

are armed services veterans and those who still serve.

MSD will honor its employees with military service 

connections during a ceremony on November 11.

Area Team News

The Project DRI partnership between Louisville Metro and MSD is solving drainage

problems throughout the community. These projects are ready for construction:

Beargrass Creek: To relieve long-standing water problems, a pipe and inlet system will

be constructed along the roadsides of Tennyson Avenue, Lowell Avenue and Downing Way.

The $144,450 project will address eight customer service requests and affect 58 area properties.

Roadside drainage will improve along Rosemont Boulevard, south of Hikes Lane.

The $148,400 project includes construction of a pipe and inlet system and driveway apron replacement.

Pond Creek/Mill Creek: Ten service requests regarding minor yard and road flooding will

be addressed for residents along Bonavant Road, Jan Way and Endeavor Way. Replacing

driveway culverts and aprons and installing a paved roadside ditch will benefit an additional

59 properties. The project costs $154,900.

A $155,980 project will improve roadside drainage along Firethorn Drive, Lantana
Court and Lantana Drive from Cooper Chapel Road to Burlwood Drive. Installing grass and

paved roadside swales, and replacing driveway culverts and aprons will affect 68 properties and

address eight customer requests.

Drainage Response Initiative Projects

Through October 21, 2005, the Project DRI partnership between Louisville Metro

and MSD completed or started 94 percent of planned drainage improvement projects since

Phase 1 of Project DRI began in January 2003. Phase 2 is getting started, with seven percent 

of planned improvements completed or underway.
