Items that can be disposed of at the events include:

* expired prescription drugs

* unsealed cough syrups, eye drops or nose sprays

* prescription medications that should have been kept cold but were not
* bulk or loose pills and capsules

¢ unsealed tubes of creams, ointments, etc.

MSD reminds customers that pharmaceutical products should never be flushed down

the toilet or drain, burned in the open or thrown in the trash because they can:

* contaminate the environment if they get into the drinking and ground water

* kill bacteria or produce drug resistant bacteria in sewage treatment plants and septic
systems if flushed down the drain

* release toxic pollutants into the air if burned

* be retrieved from trash receptacles to be illegally used or sold

* be taken mistakenly and cause serious health problems
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
