
From Sewer to Stream

1.  Wastewater flows
into the influent
well by gravity, then
is pumped uphill to
the treatment plant.

2. Screens
remove trash
from the raw
wastewater.

4.  Air is mixed into water in
aeration tanks to support
microbes that digest pollutants
in the wastewater.

5.  Flow becomes clear in the clarifiers.
Microbes sink to the bottom and floating
scum is skimmed off.  The microbes are
pumped back to the aeration tanks.

6. Sand filters remove
the finest solids.

Excess solids are hauled by
truck to the Morris Forman
Wastewater Treatment
Plant for processing into
an organic fertilizer.

Trash and grit are
taken to a landfill for
disposal.

7. Ultraviolet
(UV) disinfection
kills germs.

8.  Flow gains
dissolved oxygen
by falling down
aeration steps.

9.  Treated
effluent flows
into Floyds Fork
— cleaner than
the water in the
stream.

3.  Small solids (such
as corn kernels and
sand) are removed in
the grit chamber.
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Stalk C. Microbe
says:

“Remember, if it didn’t
come out of your body

and if it isn’t toilet paper:
Don’t flush it!”
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
